3.5 Vehicle Regulations for Class 1 & 2. 
 
3.5.1 Cars eligible for Class 1 & 2 are those which are, or have at any time, been homologated in Group N 

as defined in FIA appendix J. Also any series production car that is, or has been, available for general 
sale in Northern Ireland. 

 
3.5.2   The standard specification of any model shall be determined by FIA homologation papers in the case 

of current and former Group N cars and by manufacturers or other workshop manuals in the case of 
all others. 

 
3.5.3  In all cases the degree of modification from standard shall be as provided for under FIA 2008 

regulations for Group N. 
 
3.5.4  The onus of proving eligibility for Class 1 & 2 rests solely with the competitor. 
 
3.5.5 The onus is on the competitor to enter the correct class. 
 
3.5.6 Should any car be found ineligible for the class entered on any Championship event, or if any 

competitor is excluded from any Championship event for fraudulent or unsportsmanlike behaviour, or 
bringing the sport into disrepute, all points scored by both crew members to date shall be forfeited. 
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3.6  ENTRY FEES 
 
3.6.1 With the optional advertising proposed by the Organisers the entry fee will be £450 payable in 

Sterling.

4 INSURANCE 

 
4.1 DESCRIPTION OF INSURANCE COVER 
 
4.1.1 Entrants and drivers must have valid insurance covering them against liability for both personal 

injury to and damage to the property of third parties on the public road parts of the event and 
which is valid for Northern Ireland and the Republic of Ireland. 

 
 Entrants are required to supply the name and address of their Insurance Company on the Entry Form 

(MSA regulation B 9.3.6) 
 
 It is the competitor’s responsibility to ensure that he/she is properly insured as required by the law, 

whilst on public highway and must be in possession of a certificate of insurance valid for the event. 
 
 The Club has applied to McGrady Insurance, Downpatrick for a Blanket Cover Note. This will provide 

competitors who need to use the scheme with the Third Party Cover necessary to meet the RTA 
requirements on the road sections of the event. 

 
 The basic rate for the event (before any loading) will be £45.00 (National & Historic) and £30 (Fiesta 

Sporting Trophy) 
 
 ALL new applicants wishing to use the scheme must be able to comply with all points of the 

declaration:-  
 
 Age 19 or over 
 Has held full licence for minimum 6 months 
 Has less than 9 points on their licence 
 Has less than 2 fault claims in last three years 
 
 If you comply with all points above – No letter of acceptance will be issued.  
 
 If unable to comply with any of the above points you will be required to complete a Declaration Form 

which should be forwarded either to the club or direct prior to the event to allow sufficient time for 
Letter of Acceptance to be issued. Faxed copies are acceptable. 

 
4.2 The organisers decline liability in any accident in any accident caused by or to competitors during the 

whole event. The organisers also decline any liability for breach of the laws and regulations of the 
United Kingdom and the Republic of Ireland as covered by the itinerary. Competitors shall be held 
responsible for any accident or breach in laws in which they may be involved and shall declare to the 
Organisers particulars of any incident from which liability may arise and shall have no claim against 
the Organisers arising out of any action of the Organisers, their servants or officials, during the course 
of the Rally.

5.  ADVERTISING 
 All competitors are reminded that the areas specified for the official event title and competition 

numbers must be adhered to.  All competition car decals required by the Organisers will be issued at 
reconnaissance sign-on and MUST be affixed on the vehicle when it is presented for Scrutiny. 

 
5.1 Space for the Organisers’ optional advertising and Rally plates must be reserved on the car as shown 

in the diagram below:  
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Plate 1 Rally plate on the front and rear of the vehicle. 
Plate 2 Sponsor Panel / Competition number on both sides. 
Plate 3 Drivers© names and national flags either on front wings or on rear side windows. 

 
5.2 The name of the driver and the co-driver, together with their national flags must appear either on both 

front wings or on the rear side windows of the car. Any entrant failing to comply with this rule is subject 
to a cash penalty. 

 
 
IDENTIFICATION NUMBERS 
 
6.  IDENTIFICATION - NUMBERS 
 
6.1 Rally plates and identification numbers will be supplied by the Organisers. 

(a) any competition number or Rally plate is missing a cash penalty of £50 will be imposed. 
(b) the two competition numbers or Rally plates are missing at the same time, the Clerk of the 

Course may exclude the competitor concerned.

7.1  STUDDED TYRES 

The use of studded tyres is not permitted. 
 
 
FUEL 
 
8.  FUEL 
 
8.1  MAXIMUM LEAD CONTENT 

The maximum lead content permitted in fuel in the U.K. is 0.15 gms/litre. 
 

8.2 FUEL HALTS 
The distance between fuel halts is shown in Appendix 1 
 
It is up to each crew to ensure that their car’s fuel tank is large enough to enable the car to travel the 
distances. 
 

8.2 REFUELLING 
The organisers will provide designated refuelling areas. These will be identified in the Road Book. 
 
1. Competitors may only refuel in the refuel areas designated by the organisers in the road book. The 

entry/exit shall be marked by a blue fuel can symbol. 
 

3 
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2. When necessary as part of a service, (i.e. changing a fuel tank or pump), emptying and/or refilling 
is permitted in the designated service area provided that: 
(a) the work is carried out under the supervision of a marshal. 
(b) no other work is carried on a car during the emptying/refilling operation. 
(c) a suitable safety perimeter is established around the car. 
(d) only sufficient fuel is added to reach the next refuel area. 
 

3. Any action inside a refuel area not directly involved in the refuelling of the competing car is 
prohibited. 
 

4. In a refuel area, a 5mph speed limit will apply. 
 

5. Engines must be switched off throughout the refuelling operation. 
 

6. It is recommended that the crew remains outside the car during refuelling; however, should the 
crew remain inside safety belts must be unfastened. 
 

7. Solely for the purpose of assisting with the refuelling process of their car, two team members of 
each crew may access the refuel area. 
 

8. A car may be pushed out of the refuel area by the crew, officials and/or by the two members 
without incurring a penalty. 
 

 Competitors failing to comply with the refuelling regulations will be reported to the organisers who may 
apply a penalty up to and including exclusion. 

 
 
RECONNAISSANCE 
 
9.  RECONNAISSANCE 
 The use of pacenotes is permitted during the event providing that they have been made in accordance 

with Article 10 of the Supplementary Regulations. 
 
9.1 PROCEDURE FOR REGISTRATION 
 A reconnaissance registration form must be completed before commencing reconnaissance.  
 
 A reconnaissance authorisation card and recce car number plate will be supplied. The number plate 

must be displayed on the top of the front windscreen and the authorisation card carried in the car for 
the duration of the reconnaissance. If the crew making a reconnaissance wish to change the car or 
vary the occupants a new card must be obtained by personal application to the Rally Office and upon 
surrender of the original card. 

 
9.2 SCHEDULE 

Competitors may make a low speed reconnaissance of all the special stages during any two selected 
days from the four listed below. 

 
 Between 09:00 hrs – 17:00 hrs Saturday 15 March 
 09:00 hrs – 17:00 hrs Sunday 16 March 
 09:00 hrs – 17:00 hrs Monday 17 March 
  09:00 hrs – 17:00 hrs Thursday 20 March 
  
 An alternative 2 days of reconnaissance may be considered during recce week on payment of a fee of 

£1000. 
 
9.3  SPECIFIC AND/OR NATIONAL RESTRICTIONS 
 
9.3.1 After the road closing orders have appeared in the newspapers, a competitor who reconnoitres, 

practices, drives over, or is driven over, a Special Stage or part thereof or causes any person to do so 
on his behalf, except as permitted in this Article, will be reported to the Clerk of the Course. The 
competitor may also be reported to the ASN of his country who may add further penalties. For the 
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purpose of this regulation ©Special Stage© shall at any time mean the roads and carriageways, which 
shall be used during the Rally as a Special Stage. 
 
Reconnaissance Officials, who will be named Judges of Fact, will be appointed to enforce this 
regulation and will carry special identification. The Organisers will also have the cooperation and 
assistance of the Police, Garda, Officials of local authorities and local Motor Clubs and local residents. 

 
9.3.2 This reconnaissance may only be carried out in a car complying with Article 14.3 of the FIA General 

Prescriptions, registered with the Organisers and accompanied by a Reconnaissance Authorisation 
Card and a Reconnaissance Car Plate. 

 
 The use for reconnaissance of a car not complying with Article 14,3 of the FIA General Prescriptions 

may be deemed to be a breach of the Reconnaissance Regulations. 
 
9.3.3 Once a car has been registered by a competitor the responsibility for that car is entirely the 

competitor’s. If the car is observed on a Special Stage or part thereof outside the permitted times the 
competitor will be deemed to have contravened the Reconnaissance Regulations on that occasion. 

 
9.3.4 While engaged in reconnaissance the Reconnaissance Car Plate must be displayed on the top corner 

of the windscreen of the car. Failure to do so will be deemed to be a breach of the Reconnaissance 
Regulations. 
 

9.3.5 A Reconnaissance Official who believed that a competitor is engaged in reconnaissance may ask that 
competitor to produce his Reconnaissance Authorisation Card. Failure to produce this Card at that 
time, amendments to the Card or discrepancies (e.g. non-authorised car) on the Card will be deemed 
to be a breach of the Reconnaissance Regulations. If amendments or discrepancies are evident on 
the card the Official will make a Judge of Fact report to be submitted to the Clerk of the Course. 

 
9.3.6 If a competitor elects to undertake reconnaissance and obtains a Reconnaissance Authorisation Card 

then this card must be surrendered at Administrative Checks. Failure to do so will be deemed to be a 
breach of the Reconnaissance Regulations. 

 
9.3.7 If any competitor or his representative drives on a Special Stage in a manner liable to cause distress, 

in the opinion of the Clerk of the Course, to an official of the event, to a resident of the Special Stage, 
to other road users, or to the Police or Garda, then this will be deemed to be a breach of the 
Reconnaissance Regulations. 

 
9.3.8 Any competitor deemed to be in breach of the Reconnaissance Regulations will be reported to the 

Clerk of the Course where penalties imposed may be start refused and/or £1200 fine and/or exclusion 
and reported to the competitors ASN. 

 
9.3.9 If any competitor is deemed, by the Clerk of the Course, of having breached the Reconnaissance 

Regulations, the UAC may not accept an entry from that entrant or either that crew on any UAC event 
for the next five years.  

 
 Any competitor excluded under 9.3.8 will not be granted a refund of the entry fee.

levels will be measured with a noise meter facing towards the exhaust pipe at an angle of 45 degrees 
and 0.5 metres from the exhaust outlet. With the engine running at 4500 r.p.m. the maximum 
permitted noise level will be 100 dBA. Noise levels may also be checked at any point during the Rally. 
Excessive noise will be penalised by a fine of £100 and repeated offences will be penalised at the 
discretion of the Clerk of the Course.

on Saturday 22 March 2008. One member of the service crew may accompany the vehicle. This 
would enable the vehicle to be moved should the crew be unavailable. The penalty for late arrival is

13.1 STAGE TIMING 

Competitors should note that timing on Special Stages will be to tenths of a second using lights and 
beams. In the event of a system failure, timing will be to the nearest second. 

 
13.2 LATENESS 
 Any lateness exceeding 15 minutes on the target time between two Time Controls, or a lateness 

exceeding 15 minutes at the end of each section or a total lateness for a leg of the rally of more than 
30 minutes, or a total lateness for the whole of the rally of more than 60 minutes will be reported to the 
Clerk of the Course. This lateness may be incurred by exceeding the target time for Road Section(s) 
and/or exceeding the target time for Special Stage(s). In calculating such exclusion, the actual time 
and not the penalty time (10 seconds per minute) applies. 

 
13.3 TIME CARD CHANGE DURING THE RALLY 

There will be a separate Time Card Book for each Leg. These will be issued at the start of the Leg and 
handed in after every stage and at the end of the Leg. 

 
13.4  STARTING SYSTEM OF SPECIAL STAGES 

This will be an electronic system of lights with a digital countdown as described below, and supported 
by a manual back-up system. 
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The traffic light sequence at the start of every stage will be as follows: 
 

15 seconds to go       a red light will be displayed 
10 seconds to go       red and amber lights will be displayed (the amber light is divided into five 

sections) 
5 seconds to go       the red light goes out leaving the five sections of the amber light displayed 
4 seconds to go       four of the amber sections are displayed 
3 seconds to go      three of the amber sections are displayed 
2 seconds to go       two of the amber sections are displayed 
1 second to go       one of the amber sections is displayed 
Go       when green light is displayed 
 
In the event of a failure of electronic timing equipment a manual countdown system will be 
implemented with crews advised of 30, 20, 10, 5, 4, 3, 2 and 1 seconds. 

 
13.5 EARLY CHECK-IN AT THE END OF A LEG 

Competitors may check in to the final control on each day in advance of their due time, the due time 
must be the time entered on the time card; those competitors who arrive at this control after their due 
time will have the actual arrival time recorded. (MSA Regulation H193). 

 
13.6  IDENTIFICATION OF OFFICIALS 
 Post chiefs will be identified as follows: 
 Stage Commanders  Yellow Tabard 
 Post Officials Orange tabard. 
 Marshal Yellow tabard with word “Safety” or “Marshal” 
 
13.7 EMERGENCY PROCEDURES ON SPECIAL STAGES 
 Competitors will be issued with an A4 size “OK” self-adhesive sticker. This must be used in the event 

of a crew crashing out and being unhurt, or if they break down on stage.  In addition to placing the 
warning triangle out, the sticker must be displayed on the part of the car that is most visible to other 
rally cars, thereby informing other competitors that medical assistance is not required. If the OK Board 
is not displayed, competitors should assume that it is an SOS situation; stop to render assistance and 
also contact the Organisers via the Emergency Phone Number (printed on the bottom of each page of 
the Road Books), or through the Official Radio Network. Failure to stop at a displayed SOS board or 
non-displayed OK board will result in a penalty being applied, which may go as far as exclusion. 

 
13.7.1 Competitors are reminded of their obligations under H148, a copy of which is available upon request. 
 
13.7.2 If a competitor stops to give assistance in the event of serious injury as mentioned in Article 13.7, the 

Clerk of the Course may at his discretion adjust that stage time. 
 
13.7.3 In the case of an emergency a Medical Intervention Team may join a special stage at, and only at, a 

radio location. If this occurs, a marshal wearing a clearly identifiable vest will display a ‘Stage Stopped’ 
board.  Any driver who is shown a ‘Stage Stopped’ board must reduce speed.  The Clerk of the 
Course may determine a time for the stage for that crew.  Should a driver fail to reduce speed in 
accordance with this rule, the Clerk of the Course may impose a penalty which may go as far as 
exclusion. 

 
13.7.4 INCIDENT REPORT (DAMAGE DECLARATION) 

 

This form MUST be completed for any incident that involves personal injury to a competitor, or any 
member of the public, or damage to property belonging to a non competitor. 
 

The form in the Road Book should be handed in at Parc Ferme in control at the end of leg 1. 
The form in the Road Book should be handed in at the finish control at the end of leg 2. 
Any competitor who retires or fails to complete a leg MUST return the Incident Report Form to the 
Rally Office in Headquarters no later 20.00 hrs on the day they retired. 
 

13.8 The performance of celebratory driving displays, such as ‘doughnuts’, whilst on the rally route or any 
area under the control of the Organisers may result in a penalty of exclusion being applied. 
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SERVICING 
 
14.  SERVICE AREAS 
 Servicing is only permitted in areas as designated in the Road Book. At the entrance to all service 

areas, officials appointed by the Organisers will check all vehicles attempting to gain entry to the area. 
If the correct plate is not displayed they will be refused entry. The organisers wish to stress that this 
rule will be STRICTLY enforced and has been introduced to ensure that each competitor has sufficient 
space to work on his car. 

  
 Only vehicles carrying official Service, or Motorhome Plates displayed and affixed in a prominent 

position on the INSIDE of the front windscreen will be allowed into Service Parks. These Plates are to 
be affixed to the inside of the front windscreen in order to prevent their theft. 

 
 Each Service Area will be divided into areas depending on entry number and the event entered. 

Competitors and their service crews are requested to adhere to instructions in this regard issued by 
service area marshal. Any such instruction issued by an official to the crew or any person associated 
with the crew (e.g. service/support crew, sponsors etc) must be acted upon immediately, failure to do 
so may result in a penalty being applied. 

  
Any breach of these instructions will be penalised as outlined in Appendix 5 of these regulations. 
Judges of Fact have been appointed to ensure that servicing is only carried out in designated areas. 
These persons will be driving both on an off route in clearly marked cars.

the rally route or within a half mile of the rally route may result in a time penalty of 5 minutes (first 
offence) being applied to the crew or crews with which they are associated. A subsequent offence will 
incur a penalty of exclusion. In addition, any of these vehicles carrying a Service plate will have said 
plate confiscated by the Judge of Fact. The plate can only be returned on payment of £200 cash at 
Rally Headquarters. 

 
Applications for additional Service packs, together with the appropriate fee, are detailed on the Entry 
Form. 
 
A Service pack contains a Service Plate and Service Map. 
 
Service packs will be issued at Reconnaissance Registration. 

 
14.3.2 A Motorhome Plate may be purchased at a cost of £250. Once issued the Motorhome Plate must be 

permanently displayed on the front of the vehicle to which it refers. Vehicles displaying these plates 
are permitted access to Service Areas (only one plate per competing crew may be purchased).

the protest is unfounded, or by the competitor against whom the protest is lodged if it is upheld. 
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21.5 If the protest proves to be unfounded and if the expenses incurred by the protest (scrutineering, 

transport etc) are higher than the amount of the deposit, the difference shall be borne by the claimant. 
Conversely, if the expenses are less, the difference shall be returned to the claimant. 

 
21.6 Competitors may appeal against decisions, in accordance with the stipulations of Chapter XIII of the 

International Sporting Code and Section C(d) of the 2008 MSA Yearbook.

 For the purpose of enforcing these regulations all Senior Officials listed in these Regulations together 

with those listed on the Official Notice Board will be appointed Judges of Fact. In particular, these 
judges may determine whether a competitor has followed the correct route, conformed with National 
Traffic Laws, obeyed the instructions concerning a stage stopped board, servicing, service areas and 
controls. All these judges will carry special identification.
